Must Be Kept Clean.
In poultry work one must be right

up
' to the minute and preferably a

few laps ahead. Hens must be kepi
clean and healthy, active and pro-
ductive all the time. A productive-
ness of at least 40 per cent should he
expected1 and demanded in 'winter.
That is, IPO hens should average AO

eggs a day. In spring and summer it
should be much better. - v

Eggs should run 90 per cent fertile
and hatches 90 per cent or better.
Pullets should be brought, to laying
at four and one-ha- lf to five months
with not over 10 per cent loss. They
can and must be kept growing every
minute of the time.

Most poultry failures are the re-

sult either of carlessness, inexper-
ience or economy. The
same methods would produce failure
in any business. No profit can be
expected in feeding high priced grain
to a lot of slacker hens; a productive-
ness of 10 per cent or maybe 15 per
cent; a fertility of 50 per cent and a
hatching of 00 per cent; with a 50

per cent loss in the raising. The
above may seem ridiculous but 'it' is
by no means as uncommon. V ;
