Of Superstitions

New Moon Over the Right Shoulder.
To see the new moon over the

riarht shoulder brinsrs eood luck
over Ihe left shoulder bad luck. This
superstition is general throughout
England and the United Mates, ex
cept in Alabama, where it is said
they consider it better to see the new
moon first over the left shoulder. It
is curious how they should have be
come "twisted" in Alabama for the
whole explanation of the superstition
points to the right shoulder as the
fortunate one to see the moon over,
The idea of luck in connection with
the new moon is a survival from th
days when the crescent was the
symbol of Isis, from whom came
all that was good and beautiful
among men." Thousands of years
ago by the banks of the Nile men ac
counted it lucky to see the symbol of
Isis in the sky, as men do today by
the banks of the Mississippi thougli
most of the latter never heard of
the goddess. As to the right shoulder
part of the superstition that is simi
lar in origin to the superstition
about getting out of bed right foot
first and springs from an association
of ideas, facts and words thus: Most
normal people use preferably the
"starboard" hand to do things with
which thus becomes the "right" hand
to use and by extension the term
"right" has come to be applied to all
that side of the body. To see the
new moon "right" see it over the
"right shoulder. It may be asked
why over the shoulder at all ( J. he
answer is because of the idea asso-
ciated with the word "right" in

right shoulder.
