It alforded the
pror man some shelter from the stare
of ihe populace.

Letter From Germny.

Srerraanr, Germany, Feb. 3, 1900,

These Germuns are an exiremely ego
tisti~al race  asincere, earoest, plodiding
perple, on the averege, ioclined 10 stu-
pudity. Ooe often wonders how long
they can keep oo ; how long they wiil
survive as a power. Necessarily my m-
pressions are not based on very ¢ xlen
sive observation, but, still. right here in
Stuttgart serious problems confront one
and excite thoughtful speculation.

All ivod prducts ars tifty per ceat
higher here than ino New York. Fgg,
milk, Hour, sugar, tea and coffve—espoc-
ially potatocs —are very high and of ic
fartor grade to what you are accustomed
to. Freeh meat is a luxury. Ssusage and
dried smoked weat and tish are con
sumead in incred:ble quantities. Frunt
and vegetables aro scarcely to be had in
winter, except by persons of more than
moderate means. Reots are enormous.
Roady-m ule articles are very high and
generally inferior in quality and make.
Household furnishings are much dear r
than at Lome. Oue s tempted to won
dw who has the money, or is there
much to be had * Relative to Ameri-
cun ideas of wealth, there is little here.
Labor appears criminally cheap ‘o one
arcustomel to our wages. A common
laborer gots three warks -eventy-tive
cente) per day and wash-women wrd
soams' resses often not twenty-five cents
and seldom over fifty cents. Teacherw
are, in genoral, miserably paid. Officials
are generally poorly paid, but have the
a lvantages of small peosions.

All the population seem 19 be in the
mad rush for the cities here. a8 at home.
Prchifi -, indeed, are these viermans, ex-
cept among the wost iotelligent clusses,
where they ssldom have more than three
childien. “Raising caopon food,” as
Hum»or semebody said, seem s to be the
chief work of the pation.

The fields are ganeraily meagre and
are left to the women to till, the men
being either in the towns or army.
Ownvers of large agricultural estates
complaio of the scarcity of farm hands.
I"uder such cooditions where ia the
food tocome from? From Awmerica?
The Germao agriculturists seem more
willing their people should starve than
get choap food in that direction.

Colon ztion is the national fad here,
a3 in America. Will that solve the
problem * It looks as if it will only de-
lay that soial revolction towards which
civilizition se:ms teodingz. This old
Europe peeds a few more wars ard de-
populizing pests. The equilibrium of
population is as vitd a questioo as “bal-
wnce of power” 1 coastantly wonder
how these people live, and yet the labor-
ing clasees seem to have a suffi iency of
food 1o carry oo the “splitting snd bud-
diog” process ad infinitum.

The German mulit.ry 8 & mighty acd
wonderfully made iostitut on —the sige
qua non of pationsl pride and ambit oo
—and yet oue canoot but feel that it
will eventually becoms the cancer o
destroy the German stomsch. Ua all
sides one hears that Germaoy cas whip
all creation with ber army and some
seem ansious to shos America howx the
spider anu Hy game is played, but as 10
who would be the spider and who the
Hy between a oation of restricted re.
tources and one ungooscious of its innate
powere. there can be pno gquestion. The
Franc »Prussian war was a bad thing for
the Germacs. It irfl ited them so that
they are coustantly huogry to “tight «r
bust.” It gave them a faith in them
selvea more mighty than that whieh
cad remove mountains. The German
loves hie country, himeelf, his beer, his
“Frau und Kicd«r” with an infinite and
passiona'e intemsity, but. like mos*
other people. individuals or patioss.
needs to learn that “there are others”
in this world as well as himself,
